arly last vear, 22-year-old Lori
“matched” with John on the dating app
Tinder. Lured by what she fondly calls
his "shitty tattoos” she agreed to mest
him at a bar. Later they returned to his
place, where what followed was some of
the kinkiest sex of her young life. “We
goatitinthe kitchen, in the living room.” she recalls,
“and I was like, Fuck it. Worst-cnse scenario is I never
see him again. I'm getting a little freaky™

Lori's experience isn't unusual. Although there are
newer entries in the crowded field of dating services,
Tinder is giving women a way to pursue casual sex like
never before. “Maybe I felt that free because we didn't
know aach other” she says. “We were there for what
we both wanted.”

Tinder pulls its users’ photos and interests from
Facebook to create instant profiles and ensure
authenticity. Without the tedious personality quizzes
and introductory e-mails of traditional dating
services, Tinder requires little up-front commitment,
lowering user expectations from meeting "the one” to
meeting anyone, for anything.

“A lot of women are interested in casual sex,” says
sex journalist Amanda Hess, “but expressing it has
been alittle difficult. A weird key to Tinder's success
is it's not based on stereotypes like that.”

Tinder’s success may also be in its matchmaking.
Ifusers like what they see in a profile, they swipe
to the right, and if both swipe, they're allowed to
chat. Allowing conversation only if the other party
reciprocates means ladies aren't flooded with e-mails
from dudes they would eategorically avoid in real life.
“You never get this residual grossness from guys you

never wanted to hear from,” Hess explains. \

Tinder commands a more even gender split than
competitors such as OKCupid, and it skews younger,
with just 10 percent of users older than 35, creating
what one woman calls “a never-ending buffet”

SHORTAGE SHRIFT

The physician shortage is a
nuanced problem (*The Doclor
Is Out,” May). Melba Newsome
seems Lo make several assump-
tions about the “shorter careers”
and “more time oft” for female
physicians but fails to cite sources.
I'm a female physician who works
in primary care and obstetrics. 1
work part-time, which means 40
io 45 hours a week, in stark con-
trast to the 80- 1o 100-hour weeks
I put in during my residency and
medical school raining, which
occupied more than 11 years

of my life and put me almosi
$200,000 in debt. Becanse [ work
“part-time” | am better rested and
suffer less burnout than many
physicians of the previous gener-
ation. Well-rested doctors make
fewer mistakes and are betier able
o connect with patients. Because
I spend tme with my children, |

they don't want to do anything. And
they don't want to do anything becanse
the threat of destruction is, frankly, not
persuasive (o them. Those who benefit
from capitalism understand that it has
always depended on suffering, and they
have confidence that if someone is o sul-
fer it won't be them. “Let the songbirds
suffer in my place,” they
say. “Or those fucking—
what do they call them?—
manatees? There are only
about 10 of them left any-
way. And, we admit, the
miscellaneous poor will
suffer, here and in those
faraway countries, but
why shouldn't they suffer?
Look at them. They're
rather good at it. Besides,
the humans could use a
little downsizing.”

You'd expect Americans to be up in arms over income
inequality. Why aren’t they?

hy aren’t Americans
taking to the barri-
cades over stagnamt
wages, rising inequal-
ity andd declining social
maobility? The reaction 1o Apple's purchase
of Beats, a joint venture between producer
D Dre—who is becoming hip-hop's first
billionaire—and recording entrepreneur
Jinury lovine, nuay hold some dues.

The facts look dannting.
Wages as a share of GDP
have dropped significantly,
from 49 percent in 2001
1o 43.5 percent in 2012,
The income of America's
top 10 percent is now 16.5
times that of the bottom 10
percent—the highest ol any
major indusirial nation. And while defend-
ers of inequality conld formerly point o
the: promise of opportumity that brought so
many immigrants heve {including lovine's
Inalian ancestors), America has lagged be-
hind not only Scandinavian nations but
also Canada in terms of opportonity. Yet
union organiEng—important in most oth-
er advanced countries—remains stagnant.

rearing. I see aboul 80 patients a
woeek—within the average range
for both female and male primary
care physicians in the U8 —which
gives me time (o do the oner-

ous but necessary paperwork.

keenly aware of debis o his ancestors and
responsibility 1o his descendants. Ameri-
cans invented the new concept of individu-
alism, the pursuit of a personal destiny that
detaches tes 1o Gunily amd oniginal fmends.
Individualism may be “mature and calm,”
Tocqueville acknowledged, but it risks de-
generating into egotism, which he defined
as “a passionate and exaggerated love of
self” For such observations, Tocgueville's
Hnﬂrrrmy in America created the kind of
sensation in France that his
countryman Thomas Piket-
ty's Cenpateal e the 2150 Ceniu-
ry dlidd 175 years later in the
1.5 —though the second is
as worried abowt inequal-
ity as the first was wornied
about equality. Rap, espe-
cally gangsta rap, express-
es a defiamt individualism
that in good times reflects boundless aspi-
raion and in roubled times masks anery.

The American frontier created the
badass boasting hero. Two years before
the U.S. edition of Democracy in America,
the Crockelt Almanae appeared, with David
Crockett's supposed boast that he was a
“real ring-tailed roarer of a jawbreaker.”
Crockett’s contemporary, legendary keel-
boater Mike Fink, was said 1o have called
himsell “hall’ wild horse and half cock-
eyed alligator.” Some scholars believe the
African American “sounding” wradition,
a major source of rap, derives from this
genre of boasting. If religion is the opi-
ate of the masses, as Marx asserted, then
{lamboyant sell-assertion is the stimulant.

Long before the gangsta rapper, Ameri-
can radical individualism helped create
a new social type: the criminal dude. Al
Capone, one of the most violent and no-
lorous interwar gangsiers, wanted above
all 1o be known as a dandy. His preferred
nickname was Snarky, which at the tume
meant “fashionably Mashy” rather than
“sarcastic.” According to Capone biogra-
pher Jonathan Eig, “It is nearly impossibile
to find a photograph in which be is not the
besi-dressed man in the room, even when
he was young and poor.” Esquire lists Ca-
pone among the 75 best-dressed men of
all time. The gangster, role model of the
gangsia rapper, existed to stand out.

Even a lilm as moralizing as Wall Street
could inspire rather than deter future
masters of the universe. Austrian finan-
cier Michael Berger, now a fugitive con-
victed of frand, was said 1o have modeled
his clothing and haircut afier Michael
Douglas’s character Gordon Gekko,
whose unforgetiable “greed is good”
speech inviies assent as much as repul-
sion. Gangsta rap is part of a heritage of
honorable ruthlessness that has exireme
inequality as its aim. It has been a long
time since many people held Spartacus,
the rebel slave of ancient Rome played by
Douglas's father, Kirk, as a role model.

T eritics like Lasch, the gangster cult

signifies narcissism and the decline of

community spirit and social capital. But
it's doubtful whether middle-class Ameri-
cans have ever been deeply commiited 1o
equality or to sharing their good foriune,
Nostalgia for solidarity obscures the racial
inequality behind the New Deal's egalitari-
anism. Even at the height of the FDR era,
the Home Owners’ Loan Corporation insti-
mtionalized racial and income discrimina-

tiom in support of the secunty of better-off

property owners; for the frst ame, Afncan
American and poor white
neighborhoods were for-
mally redlined and became
ineligible for federal assis-
tance. In Washington, 1.C.,
the expanding, largely
white bureancracy began
displace Georgetown's im-
poverished African Ameri-
cans. And the revulsion
against the rich in the 1930s
bl its limmits. Hlollywood re-
jected conscionsness-raising
themes in favor of mass fantasies of upper-
dlass consumption, such as 19385's Top Hal.
One of the best-selling books of the era was
Matthew Josephson's The Robber Barons,
which casts the ethics of America's Gilded
Age industrialists in an unflanering light
Despite this, The New Yorker reported on a
Job apphant at a brokerage who declared
that, having read the book, he wanted o
become a robber baron himself.

lusional, but his amoral ambition had a
point. When John Steinbeck declared that
Americans had resisted socialism becanse
the poor saw themselves as “1emporarily
embarrassed millionaires,” he was imply-
ing a character flaw. Yet psychologists have
recently suggesied that self-deception in
certain contexts can be helpful. Shelley
Taylor of UCLA, for example, has found
that it can sometimes be healthy 1o disre-
gard obstacles and the role of chance in
life and instead exaggerate our ability 1o
bend the world to our will—an amitade
essential w the rapper (and probably ev-
ery aspinng artist and athlete).

Today's headphones and
earbuds are the sonic coun-
terpart of Taylor's Pasitive
Musions, eveating a realistic
soundstage within the isolat-
exl brain. The boom boxes
of the 1970s and 1980s may
have been obnostions o fel-
low pedesirians, but they
established a comumunity of
sound, if ofien an unwill-
ing one. Beats headphones
have internalized the boom,
miaking it possible for each of us 0 march
independenty to our own drunumer.

Whoever or whatever is to blame, the
dream of collective action against inequal-
ity appears morbund.

Do you ever tire of
being cast as reprehensible characters or
being described by the press as, for in-
stance, “the strangest man on television™?
SPADER: A recent article called me that,
and an NBC publicist who handles The
Blacklisi didn't like it at all. I had no
problem with it. Funnily enongh, my
agent, whom I've been with for decades
and who knows me well, had no problem
with it either. I'm a great fan of all things
sirange, eccentric and idiosyncratic,
Things never get strange enough for me,
pLaYBoOY: That's a good thing, because
The Blacklist has made people even more
curions, not only about your career bui
also about what some see as your per-
sonal eccentricities. There are tales of
you being such a perfectionist that you
keep the show's writers on the phone
for hours discussing the tiniest details
of plot and character, even during vaca-
tions and holidays. Other stories claim
you avoid seeing crew members eat and
avoid socializing with fellow actors off
camera. Do you think you're ofien cast
as odd because of something essential 1o
your nature, something the camera de-
tects about your true self?

SPADER: That's an inleresiing question.
I think certain qualities serve certain
roles. When 1 started out in movies [
seemed older than my years. Because
you don’t seem vulnerable, you can play
someone who is confident and comfort-
able in ways actors who look younger
can't. In the right context that can be
somewhat startling, so you learn to play
with it. | think in some of my earlier
waork [ was sort of hiding, and that's why

ing hired 1o play somebody who was so
different from me. 1f you're not actually
a bad guy, just the fact that you're com-
fortable with certain things—such as,
say, sexualily—means you can tap into
things that others can’t.

PLAYBOY: You tap inio all those qualities
and more on The Blacklist, Some TV crit-
ics have said you are almost the single
reason the show has become a success.
SPADER: [his has been one of the hardest
years in my career—and it's been won-
derful. Starting up a brand-new show is
like opening a restaurant. In our case,
i's as il two fellows in an African village
decided they wanted o open an lialian
restaurant and didn’t know how 1o make
Ivalian food. But what if they start o
figure it out and everyone in the village
and even the surrounding villages, God
forbid, wanis io show up and eat every
meal there? That's what happened o us.
A television show is your lite. It swallows
you whaole and chews you up but refuses
to spit you oul.

When David Mamet was doing a welevi-
sion drama called The Unit, he said mak-
ing a film is like running a marathon,
but making an hour-long TV drama is
like: running wll you die.”

pLaYBoY: What twists can viewers expect
this season?

It requires focus and yet
allows for extrapolation or improvisation
and spontaneity. It's also calming for me.
I don't sleep particularly well. If 1 wake
up al night, everything inside turns on
instantly and won't stop.

There-
fore, it is part of my job to demand all
the respect and all the parameters and
boundaries | need. Because you're get-
ting together with people who don’t
know you and have never worked with
you, you have o establish that up fromt
and be very forthright and forthcoming
about it. That way, you're not throwing
something unexpected at anybody later.
PLAYBOY: [las any of this ever been inter-
reted as bad behavior or diva behavior
¥y your co-workers?
SPADER: Television shows do not suffer
fools or assholes. They get weeded omt
quickly. Bad behavior is when you're

way down the road and all of a sud-
den somebody sets the ground rules for
who they are and how they work. That's
not acceptable as far as I'm concerned,
That's why I say you have 1o demand
that sort of respect right away, right up
front. If you do that, then you have o
give back just as much respect. Everyone
else’s job 15 just as important as yours. |
work well with everyone. ['m not a be-
liever that good work comes out of an-
tagonism, lear and punishment, but 1
think it can come out of discourse and
argument, so long as you're open, com-
municative, honest and able w listen w
what others’ needs are.

pLayeoy: You said your father found it
hard 1o hold on o his money. What do
you blow your money on?

SPADER: | buy records, and 1 have a lot of
hats. But 1 wear a hat every day, so they

PLAYBOY: You're talking about vinyl albums.
SPADER: | like the whole process. 1 like
to get the record out. [ like the way a
turntable looks. [ like w watch it work
as the record plays. 1 like to read the
liner notes when [ listen 1o a record. [
don't understand what else people do if
they're listening to a record. | love jazz
and have buckets—no, boatloads—ol
jazz. 1 love blues, classical and a lot of
world music. I have a friend in a Los
Angeles record store who educates me,
takes me through the stacks and fun-
nels me a lot of Cuban and Latin music
that | love.

PLAYBOY: [)o you go to salsa clubs in LA,
New York or Miami?
